Descubrimiento de un Nuevo Perfin Cubano:
New Cuban Perfin Cover Discovered: Odriozola & Cia: O&C

Solo fué el pasado afio que pudimos#®
encontrar una carta con sellos “perfines” de §
Acosta y Cia.(A&C). Ahora aparentemente otra §
carta tinica ha aparecido.

Rudy Roy recibié un correo eléctronico de
alguien residente en Nueva Jersey, quién
contrario a lo que dijera Rudy sobre la carta de
O&C de no ser documentada en carta, él
tenia una dicha carta. Rudy me pasé esta
informacion, y yo inmediatamente le envié un
correo a este senor. Fué muy amistoso y nos
caimos bien, especialmente cuando supo que yo
soy el autor del libro “Postal Cards of Spanish
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Only last year we were able to find a unique
perfin cover for Acosta & Co. (A&C). Now,
another apparently unique cover has surfaced.
Rudy Roy got an email from an individual
living in New Jersey stating that contrary to
what Rudy had said about O&C not being
documented by cover, he had such a cover.
Rudy passed that information on to me and I
immediately emailed the gentleman. He was an
agreeable fellow and we hit it off, especially
when he learned that I was the author of Postal
Cards of Spanish Colonial Cuba, a copy of
which he owned and was well used by him.

Me admitié que es un novato en la computadora y no sabia
como hacer una copia de la foto, entonces decidi6é hacer una
fotocopia a colores y enviarmela. Vea la muestra del perfin
en la figura 1; la copia de la carta en la figura 2. Odriozolay
Cia. estaba en Cienfuegos e importaban y distribuian
ferreteria. Encontramos estos perfines en los sellos de los
patriotas de 1917, y también en los patriotas con marca de
agua de 1925. Tenemos otra carta con su anuncio decorativo
sin los perfines de 1939. ,

Este descubrimiento reduce el nimero de las companias de
las cuales no tenemos cartas identificandolas. Todavia
tenemos que encontrarlas para la Empresa Naviera de Cuba
(ENC), la cual suponemos fué de nuestro difunto asociado
Alfredo Valdés, pero su foto nunca se publicd y su coleccion
ha desaparecido después de su muerte.

Las otras no documentadas son: José Llano (JLL), Monroe &
Company (Mé&co), New York Life (NLY), y la National Paper
& Type Co. of Cuba, S.A. (NPT), aunque Rudy Roy
me mostré una tarjeta con el perfin NTP en The Cuban
Philatelist. Estamos bajando el nimero de los perfines
cubanos no documentados. Si usted tiene alguno, !déjeme ser
el primero en saber!

He admitted that he was a novice on the computer
and didn’t know how to email a scan, so he agreed to color
copy the O&C cover and send it. He did. A perfin example
is shown as Figure 1; the cover is shown as Figure 2.
Odriozola & Cia was a company in Cienfuegos that imported
and distributed hardware. We find perfins on the Patriots
issues of 1917 and the watermarked Patriots of 1925. We have
previously found a cover without perfins on a decorative
advertising cover of 1939.

This discovery chips away at the companies not found with
identifying covers. We still have to find a cover for Empresa
Naviera de Cuba (ENC), although one was supposedly
owned by CPSA member Alfredo Valdes, but its likeness has
never been published and his collection seems to have
disappeared after his death. Also not documented by cover
are José Llano (JLL), Monroe & Company (Mé&co), New York
Life (NLY), and National Paper & Type Co. of Cuba, S.A.
(NPT), although years ago Rudy Roy showed a personal use
picture postcard with an NPT perfin in The Cuban Philatelist.
We are whittling away at the number of undocumented
Cuban perfins. If you have one, let me be the first to know!
